Boys Cross Country: Laker boys verify they are good

It’s starting to become a pattern for the Detroit Lakes boys’ cross country team, after they finished second only to Moorhead in consecutive meets, while topping the rest of their Section 8-2A foes. The Lakers defended their turf well Thursday, by finishing with 67 points, to Moorhead’s 28, during the DL Rotary Invite at the Detroit Country Club’s Lakeview Golf Course. The meet is highlighted by one of the hilliest courses and marked the second time in as many meets the Lakers had a new frontrunner. Thursday was senior Brandon Olson’s turn, who finished seventh with a time of 18:01.36. Senior teammate Wes Bakken was on his heels in eighth place with a mark of 18:02.47. “Brandon ran well after not finishing at Moorhead (two weeks ago),” said DL head coach Bill Kvebak. “But I expect Brandon to right there in the mix in every meet.” After the season opening struggles, Olson regained his focus and went out and had a strong race. “I was really focused on this race after Moorhead,” Olson said. “Coach told us not to go out too strong at the start, so not to kill ourselves with the heat and the hills. “We ran as a tight group, which pushed each other well.” Senior Jason Stallman also had a good outing with his 14th place finish with a time of 18:22.89, while senior Pat Bakken was 17th with a time of 18:33.58. Junior Mike Okeson claimed 21st at 18:46.68. Rounding out DL’s roster was senior Travis King in 28th at 19:53.52. “Brandon and Wes really push each other in practice and they did (Thursday),” Kvebak said. “It’s easier to run when you have a sidekick like that. Jason Stallman also ran right with those two in the first mile and I would like to see him hold his position with them throughout the race. “Jason definitely can be our number one runner at some meets.” In the two meets DL has had this season, they have topped traditional section powers such as Alexandria, which was just two points off of DL Thursday, Fergus Falls and Bemidji. Moorhead has won both meets, with top area runners in senior Glen Ellingson — who won with a time of 16:49.25 — and junior Ezra Olson, who finished second. “I’m happy with the race and I was able to drop 30 seconds off from last year’s meet,” Olson said. “We do have some high expectations and our goal is to be a top three team in the section, for sure.” The younger DL teams also finished in silver, taking second in the junior varsity event and the junior high race. Sophomore Zach Foltz won the JV race with a time of 18:31.43, which has earned him his first varsity meet Thursday in Little Falls. “Zach would have been our sixth man on varsity, so he had a great race,” Kvebak. “We have quite a bit of depth on the team and taking second in JV and junior high, is a good thing for our program.” The Lakers will take to the Little Falls’ course, starting at 4:15 p.m. Thursday.
